Rick Inskeep, Butler Warren Road Resident in the City of Mason, discussed his concern over the
future road widening of Butler Warren Road which would involve the taking of road right of
way from front yards through eminent domain.

The Board stated their desire to schedule a work session with Neil Tunison, County Engineer
relative to potential land takings.

The Board stated their concern for travel outside the approve 250 mile radius and denied the
request.
